APPRENTICESHIP?

An apprenticeship shows that you are skilled
and experienced in your career. This is no
differentfor an Infantry soldier —it also provides
an excellent foundation from which you can
progress onto further qualifications.

The Apprenticeship is about your trade.

The level of your apprenticeship depends

on the type of role you are starting. In some
cases this may be a level 2.

IS WORKING TOWARDS AN
APPRENTICESHIP OPEN TO EVERY
SOLDIER OR DO YOU NEED TO MEET
CERTAIN CRITERIA TO BE SELECTED?
If you meet the requirements to do the role, you
are eligible to do the relevant apprenticeship.
You may need to take Functional Skills in
Maths and English if you do not hold the
GCSE/Scottish N5 at the grade required by
your level of apprenticeship .

WHEN DO | START MY
APPRENTICESHIP AS

A SOLDIER?

You will enrol on an apprenticeship at the end
of basic training and start your apprenticeship
with your trade training, where you learn the
skills specific to your job role.
