Battery

Depending on agency settings, your camera may only charge to 90% and
display Full to preserve battery health; this is not an error.

Water

Your camera is resistant to water splashes but is not immersible. While it
can handle exposure to rain, avoid downpours. Treat it with the same care
you would use with any expensive electronic device.
