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CONNECTING AND OPERATING

1) Connect the Audio input source (Digital Coax or Optical Toslink) into transmitter.
2) Connect the output of transmitter and input of receiver over CAT5E or CAT6
cable.

3) Connect the Audio output (Digital Coax or Optical Toslink) into the receiver.

4) Connect power adapter in to the transmitter.
